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Awar eness Rally on Dengue

Dengue fever is a mosquito borne disease caused by dengue virus which is
usually self limiting in most cases. However, among some people it is present
with life threatening complications such as Dengue Shock Syndrome and Dengue
Haemorrhagic Fever.

Fatima college of Madurai Kamaraj University has taken steps ahead to
create dengue free environment. NSS volunteers visited each and every
households of the adopted village viz., Achchampatti village in the Alanganallur
Block and gave awareness to people about dengue. Students Spread the message
that dengue is not contagious and does not spread from person to person by
physical contact.The most effective way of preventing dengue fever is by taking
precautions to avoid being bitten by mosquitoes.

Some Volunteers also Performed rally on Dengue which includes the
preventive measures, causes of infection and treatment available in govt. hospitals
etc.

The Festival is organised by Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports, Govt. of
India in collaboration with State Govt. of Uttar Pradesh at Gautam Buddha
University, Gautam Budh nagar, Greater Noida from 12"to 16" January,
2018.This is the first time that the National Y outh Festival is being organized in
NCR. The objective of organizing NYF isto provide a platform to bring the youth
of the country together in an attempt to provide them opportunity to showcase
their talents in various activities. National Youth Festival (NYF) is the biggest
Y outh Festival of itskind in the Country.
