All semester students and absentees (including MKU own centers, others centers of
MKU from Tamil Nadu and Other states and the absentees) should pay the training programme
fee of Rs.2000/- through online in favour of the Director, DDE through SBI - collect method.

Students who have paid the tuition fees will alone be permitted to attend the programme.
Submission of fees paid receipts, photocopies of Admission Card and Identity Card, Hall ticket
copy for verification is compulsory. All the documents including training programme fee paid
challan and the assignments softcopies and hardcopies should be submitted on the first day of the
training programme.

Important Instructions to the Students:
Students are expected to adhere to the following guidelines:

1. Attendance is compulsory throughout the programme. The defaulters have to reappear in
the next programme. Attendance will be taken in the forenoon and afternoon at the time
of the training programme. If anyone is found absent / nuisance he/she will not be
permitted to write the Practical Exam and will be marked as absent in the practical
examination.

2. The programme will be held from 10.00 AM to 5.00 PM with lunch break between 1.00
PM to 2.00 PM.
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3. Three hours practical written examination and viva will be conducted as per the given

schedule.
